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ARTICLES OF AGREEMENT
June 23, 1970

We, the undersigned, do hereby associate ourselves together for the purpose of becoming a body corporate under and pursuant to the provisions of the Mississippi Business Corp. Act, and amendments thereto, and to that end do hereby adopt the following articles of agreement

ARTICLES OF AGREEMENT
Revised October 1st, 2012

Article I

Name: “The name of this Association shall be St. Andrews on the Gulf Association, Inc.”

Article II

Location: The Association shall be located in the County of Jackson, State of Mississippi.

Article III
Duration: The duration of this Association shall be 99 Years

Article IV

Purposes: The Association shall be a non-profit benevolent organization whose purposes shall be to promote and encourage protecting environmental aspects of our community, through our County government, including roads and drainage maintenance; to promote and encourage physical culture and outdoor sports; to sponsor and encourage the conservation and protection of wild life; to promote and secure, through education and otherwise a high standard of excellence in the appearance and the development of the community and maintenance of our landscaped areas; and generally, to promote and advance the educational, civic, social and economic interests and the general welfare of St. Andrews on the Gulf, in Jackson County, Mississippi. 

Article V

Powers: This Association shall have the powers necessary and incident to the carrying out of the purpose of the Association, and all other powers conferred on such an association by law. The Association shall have the following specific powers, which shall not be deemed to limit the powers as above provided.  To collect dues and assessments from the members.

Annual Assessments: Each year, the Board of Directors shall consider the current and future needs of the Association and, in light of those needs, recommend to the association’s membership, an annual assessment to be levied against each member lot in the subdivision. All assessments will require a favorable vote of the members present at a scheduled meeting, which must consist of at least 25 members.  If this vote is to be taken by e-mail, then a 50% favorable response by members will be required.  Those not having e-mail, will have the assessment dropped off to them.  Their response can then be called into the Secretary of the Organization for their vote. If fees are to stay the same as the previous year, with no increase or decrease, no vote will be required. The Association may borrow money to carry out the purposes of the Association.  To hold, purchase and receive title to real and personal property in its own name, by devise, gift, grant or other conveyance;  to mortgage, sell, convey or otherwise dispose of its property and any part or portion thereof, whether real or personal. To make and enforce rules and regulations governing the use of community property that may hereinafter arise. 

Article VI
Membership: Section I: All owners of lots in St. Andrews on the Gulf are eligible to be members of this association.  On payment of dues and/or assessments, such member shall become an active member.  Only active members shall exercise the rights and powers of membership.  In the event a lot is owned as a tenancy by the entirety, joint tenancy, or tenancy in common, one of such owners, to be selected by them, shall be the member.  In the event a lot is owned by a corporation, its Board of Directors may designate an individual to be the member.  Membership shall end when the member does not own a lot in St. Andrews on the Gulf.
Membership: Section II: Non property owners and those living adjacent to St. Andrews, may become Associate Members, with input on Subjects of Discussion. 

However, they are not eligible to cast a vote. 

Article VII
Board of Directors: The government of the Association shall be vested in a Board of Directors.  The authorized number of directors of the Association shall be four, until changed by amendment of the Articles of Incorporation or by a By-Law amending this Section and duly adopted by the members entitled to vote. The directors shall be elected by the voting membership of the Association, which will occur during the 4th Quarter of each calendar year, to take office effective January 1st of the following year for a 12 month period.  The Board shall meet as deemed necessary, but at least twice a year. The absence of any director from both of these meetings, or additional meetings as deemed necessary by the Board, shall be deemed a resignation, unless such an absence is excused by the affirmative vote of the Board. 
Article VIII

Officers:The officers of this Association shall consist of the President, Vice-President, Secretary & Treasurer, and other such officers as the Board of Directors may deem necessary. 

Article IX

Meetings:The Annual Membership Meeting will be held in December of each year. Other meetings and special meetings shall be held at the discretion of the Board of Directors, as they feel required. Notice of all meetings will be sent by e-mail to all members, or by drop off to those members not having e-mail, at least 10 days prior to the meeting. 

Article X

By-Laws: The members of the Association shall adopt By-Laws for the conduct of the affairs of the Association.  Alterations or amendments of the By-Laws may be made by a majority of the members present during a Special Meeting consisting of at least 25 members.  If the changes are to be submitted via e-mail and drop offs to those that don’t subscribe to e-mail, a 50% approval must be achieved for the changes to take affect. A member may vote in proxy if they will be out of the area and unable to attend a scheduled meeting, or, does not have access to their e-mail. They may then cast their vote to the Secretary of the Association at least 24 hours prior to a scheduled meeting.
